Rules & Regulations 
This show is run under Show Horse Council of Australasia Inc Rules & Regulations & we adhere to the SHCOA Risk Management Policy, 
December 2004. 
 
1. The CTSHA will not be responsible for any accident or damage caused to any Exhibit, Exhibitor, or Spectator. All competitors compete 

at their own risk. 
 
2. The show committee reserves the right to refuse any entry, without assigning any reason. No claim shall be made about the show 

committee should entry be refused. 
 
3. Protests must be delivered in writing to the Secretary, no later than one hour after the event in question. A $50 fee must accompany the 

protest & will be forfeited if the protest is not upheld. 
 
4. Judges decision is final, subject to all other conditions being met. 
 
5. Rider classes under 9 years must ride a horse not exceeding 14hh. 
 
6. Rider classes 9 years & under 12 years must ride a horse not exceeding 14.2hh. 
 
7. All riders who are not financial members of the Show Horse Council of Austalasia must pay an $8.00 per day non-member fee; SHC 

members must show proof of membership. 
 
8. All Riders are required to wear an approved safety helmet & riding boots at all times when riding. 
 
9. Horses may compete in both Open & Hunter classes at this show only. 
 
10. Entries & fees for training day & stabling/camping must be sent no later than 15th December 2008. Please DO NOT send fees for show 

day, as these will be done on the weekend! 
 
Definitions 
1. A Novice horse is one which has never been placed 1st in any individual ridden hack class at any Official show. 
 
2. An Elementary horse is one which has not been placed 1st on more than three (3) occasions in any individual ridden hack class at any 

Official show. 
 
3. An Intermediate hack is one which has never been placed 1st. 2nd or 3rd in any individual ridden hack classes at any Royal Show. 
 
4. A Show Hunter is for Hacks, Galloways & Ponies 3 years & over. This class has been created for the horse with a bit more substance 

then that which is generally seen in open hack classes but is expected to demonstrate the ability to provide a smooth even ride & 
reliable temperament. It should exhibit sound conformation & be free from hereditary defects & unsoundness. 

 
5. Leading Rein Pony. Stallion’s inelligible. Riders to be under 8 years. Snaffle bit only. Attendant must affix leading rein to the noseband, 

the reins should go directly to the child’s hands. There should not be any aids fastened to the saddle to keep the ponies head in 
position. No spurs or whips allowed. Riders should be able to rise at the trot. 

 
6. First Ridden Pony. Ponies must not exceed 14hands & riders to be under 8 years. Snaffle bit only. No cantering allowed during work 

on the circle together, however a short canter is allowed during an individual performance. This class should be judges for the suitability 
of the pony with purpose intended. 

 
7. Smartest on Parade. Judged on overall appearance. No workout is required, only work around the ring. Under 9yrs may be led & are
